The Victim Awareness Program is based on the principles of Restorative Justice and is intended to reduce recidivism by encouraging the development of empathy for the victims of crimes committed by the juvenile participants and to ensure the creation of a personal strategy to repair the harm their actions have caused to their victims. The focus is on youthful offenders 14 years of age and younger who have committed minor offenses such as stealing, property damage, and minor assaults.  Each participant receives an individual assessment to determine their appropriateness for the program. Upon acceptance, a group of between 3-7 participants is formed with 6 weekly sessions being held. The 7th and final session is with the juvenile and their family to determine the impact of the program on them. A pretest and post-test are also given to each participant to measure the knowledge gained through the program.

The Violent Offender Program was ended at Missouri Eastern Correctional Center in August 2007, but IPJ still handles inquires about the program and distributes a book on the program and the Prison Pledge of Nonviolence that emerged from the program.  

Mentoring Partnerships

Ex-offender men in Project Re-Connect are offered the option of partnering with an individual mentor who supports and guides them in their goals of living drug free, crime free, productive lives.  The program emphasizes restorative justice principles by holding the offenders accountable, having offenders focus on the harm to their victims, and encouraging reintegration into the community.  The mentors are trained by an ex-offender team who are also available for the mentors and their mentees as long as they are a part of Project Re-Connect.

"Solving Our Situations" Programs

Through partnerships with the Center for Women in Transition and ARCHS, IPJ staff and two ex-offender teams conduct 8-week programs called "Solving Our Situations" for other ex-offenders on anger management and nonviolent problem-solving skills that include restorative justice principles.

Intra-Family  mediation  is  a  dispute resolution process which brings the family  together  in  order  to  resolve  conflicts.   During this process, acceptable solutions are developed that benefit the parties involved.  It's non-adversarial in  nature  and  the  parties determine the outcomes.  The mediator  will  help  the  family  voice  their  concerns,  facilitate open communication,  clarify  any  misunderstandings  and  assist the parties in finding new ways to manage conflict in the future.  The participating child(ren) must be between the ages of 12-17 years old.

Victim Offender Dialogue allows individuals directly affected by crime to actively participate in dealing with the consequences of crime.  Victims often report loss as more than what can be measured by material goods or financial costs.  Most victims want to ask questions about the crime, or to talk about its emotional impact.  The dialogue process allows for juvenile offender to learn about the human cost of their action and the harm imposed.  Our facilitators act in a neutral manner.  They are present to help others communicate; facilitators do not take sides or make decisions for anyone.

When there are multiple offenders, the dialogue is conducted as a Restorative Justice Circle.
